relationship between theory and practice

iterative process between theory and practice

get across the language barriers and it's very rewarding

Galton the father of eugenics - composite photos

Looked at the ability of the camera to reveal identity

portraiture as the window onto the soul ‘just doesn't wash’.

Demonstrate evolution of practice whilst on the course through engagement with critical theory

Theory is also about contextualising your work

'Somebody's already done that’ but not in the way you do it - that's the creative element

Where is the practice coming from and going to?

Invest your own creativity

Theory should inform practice not determine it - don't let theoretical reading dominate, it should just help. Find a balance.

Keep a notebook or other evidence of trips etc

Portfolio should also be an information source
